Papers that use text cut&pasted from Wikipedia or
from other online or published sources will receive an automatic zero

Demonstrates independent, thoughtful research using high-quality sources with scholarly value
Paper is clearly organized, with a strong introduction, a well-constructed middle, and a
conclusion. Does the first paragraph tell the reader what the paper is about, what question it
answers, or what main point it will make?
